How Vulnerable are States to an Energy Tax?

The Heritage Foundation’s Manufacturing Vulnerability Index measures a state’s direct and immediate vulnerability to
an energy tax based on the state’s exposure to manufacturing workforce and reliance on coal power generation. In
addition to those direct and immediate impacts, a global warming bill that seeks to put a price (i.e. tax) on carbon
emissions will have numerous secondary and tertiary impacts, including the price of natural gas, that are not shown on
this chart but will have a dramatic impact on families across the country.
