Conversely, 
those in that income range with private health insurance would have a 
strong incentive to drop that coverage and enroll in Medicaid. 

Nevada, Montana and Texas soon could be home to America’s fastest-growing populations on Medicaid. Health care 
“reform” bills advancing in the House and Senate would expand Medicaid by making the government-run program 
available to all adults with incomes at or below 133 percent of the poverty line. The change would dramatically 
multiply eligible recipients, with 33 states seeing increases of at least 30 percent. Ten states would post jumps of 50 
percent or more—including Nevada (82.1%), Montana (80.7%) and Texas (76.9%).   
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
